
 
 
Install guide for BMW 535i 
Last Revised 9/8/2007 
For off-road use only! 
 
Tools Required: 
12mm socket  
T25 torx screwdriver 
Allen wrench 
Small flat head screwdriver 
2-4 small pieces of electrical tape, masking tape, or shrink wrap 
 
Pep talk: 
Although the install looks daunting at first, once you get the learning curve down it's 
extremely simple. You can do it. Just budget yourself extra time so you don't need to 
rush, and feel free to contact us should any questions arise.

Disconnect the two sensors located by the hvac filter as shown. 
 

 
 
Use a 12mm socket unlock the plastic bolt by gently turning it 1/4 turn, and then release 
the metal latch holding it down.  
 

 
 
 



The filter should lift up and out as shown. 
 

 
 
 
Pull off the weather stripping by pulling straight up and away until it has cleared the left 
tray, or about half way across the engine. 
 

 
 
 
 



 
Remove the slider as shown by lifting the clip and sliding towards the driver side. 
 

 
 
 
Release the left side tray by rotating the 4 plastic retaining bolts 1/4 turn. 
 

 
 
 
 



 
Lift away the rubber guard as shown. 
 

 
 
Remove the t25 torx screw holding the tray to the shock tower. 
 

 
 
 
 
 



 
Finally slide the tray towards the fender, up, and out. 
 

 
 
 
 
Use an allen wrench to remove the 5 screws holding down the ECU cover. 
 

 
 
 



Release the sliding lock in the back of the box, and remove the lid. 
 

 
 
Finally, ECU access!  
 

 
 
 
 
 
 



*** Before starting this step ensure the key is out of the ignition, all doors are closed, and 
that the car has been off for at least 5 minutes. If you have the comfort access package, 
place the keys inside the house as to not accidentally trigger the ignition.  *** 
 
Once you have access to the DME you'll remove the right (larger) connector. To do this 
you pull the slider to the right, and lift the connector up and away from the DME. When 
done properly it should be effortless, so don't pull too hard.  
 

 
 

 
 



Once the connector is out, you'll use a small screwdriver to remove the slider, and again 
to slide out the black sub-connector. This aspect is tricky the first time as you need to 
locate small clips holding it together. Take your time to inspect the connector and slider 
to understand how it comes apart. Never force it apart.

Locate the #10 pin on the black sub connector, which will be a solid yellow wire. Use a 
very small screwdriver to gently push the retaining clip in and tug the yellow wire out of 
the sub connector. Each side of the connector is labeled in the corners so be sure you're 
working from the side labeled 1-22. 
 
Insert the yellow female connector from the Juice Box Performance Tuner in to the same 
#10 location you just pulled the yellow wire from. Slide the yellow male connector from 
the Juice Box Performance Tuner in the yellow DME female connector you just removed. 
Cover the exposed male/female pair with a small piece of masking or electrical tape. 
 
Locate #32 pin on the opposite side of the same connector (labeled 23-43), which will be 
a red/black wire. Again use your small screwdriver to gently push the retaining clip in 
and tug the red/black wire out of the sub connector 
 
Insert the black female connector from the Juice Box Performance Tuner in to the same 
#32 location you just pulled the red/black wire from. Slide the black male connector from 
the Juice Box Performance Tuner in the red/black DME female connector you just 
removed. Cover the exposed male/female pair with a small piece of masking or electrical 
tape.  
 
Inserting yellow band female in to #10 spot on sub connector: 

 
 
 
Once the wires are in place you'll slide the sub connector back in to place, and put back 
the slider.  
 
Gently reinstall the left DME connector to the DME. The DME will only receive the 
connector when the slider is out, but the slider will hit the side of the plastic DME box if 
out too far. Work slowly and move the slider in and out until the DME connector slides 
all but 1/4" in. Then push the slider all the way in to push the DME connector in the final 
1/4".  



 
 
 
*** STAGE 2 ONLY *** Stage 1 install skip to page 15 
 
 
Stage two has two additional (blue and green) loops for fuel enrichment, which will 
install on the smaller left side DME connector. Remove the connecter in the same way 
you removed the left larger connector. 
 
Remove the locking slider in the same manor as the left side. 
 
Slide out the black sub connector in the same manor as the left side. 
 
Locate the #6 pin on the black sub connector, working from the side labeled 1-12 in the 
upper corners, which will be a yellow/white wire. Use a very small screwdriver to gently 
push the retaining clip in and tug the yellow wire out of the sub connector.  
 
Insert the green female connector from the Juice Box Performance Tuner in to the same 
#6 location you just pulled the yellow wire from. Slide the green male connector from the 
Juice Box Performance Tuner in the yellow DME female connector you just removed. 
Cover the exposed male/female pair with a small piece of masking or electrical tape. 
 
Locate the #7 pin on same black sub connector, which will also be a yellow/white wire. 
Use a very small screwdriver to gently push the retaining clip in and tug the yellow wire 
out of the sub connector.  
 
Insert the blue female connector from the Juice Box Performance Tuner in to the same #7 
location you just pulled the yellow wire from. Slide the blue male connector from the 
Juice Box Performance Tuner in the yellow DME female connector you just removed. 
Cover the exposed male/female pair with a small piece of masking or electrical tape. 
 
Mixing up the 6 & 7 wires will result in a check engine light and rough idle. Avoid 
confusion by doing only one wire at a time. If you get mixed up the wire with the number 
written on it goes in the #6 slot. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 
Stage 2 also requires the left boost solenoid to be bypassed. No additional hardware or 
fittings are required for this. 
 
Remove both vacuum lines off by pulling straight up either by hand or with small pliers. 
Do not pull side to side as this could break the nipple off the solenoid. If the line will not 
come off slowly twist the line to the right and left as you're pulling. Using a hair-drier or 
heat gun to heat the rubber line can also help if it's being difficult. 
 
Remove the shorter of the two lines from the near by vacuum tee.  
 
Connect the longer line to the vacuum tee where you just removed the short line from, 
closing the loop. Ensure the line is properly affixed in its aluminum retaining clip and not 
touching the engine. Also ensure there are no kinks or sharp bends in the vacuum line, as 
this could prevent the waste gates from opening and result in a check engine light or low 
rpm stumble. 
 
Finally fold this short line you removed in half and reconnect it to each side of the boost 
solenoid to keep out dust and debris.

Tuck the Juice Box Performance Tuner in to the left upper corner of the DME box. 
 

 
 
 
At this time start the car to ensure you don't have any engine codes or other issues. 
Assuming everything is fine continue on to reassembly. If there is an engine code or if 
the engine idles rough, double check to ensure the wires were installed in the proper 
location, and that the ECU connector is properly seated. If everything is fine and you still 
have a code, its possible the doors were open or the ignition not off long enough before 
you removed the ECU connector. Worry not; you can borrow a scan tool at AutoZone to 
delete the resulting status check codes.  
 
Now it's time to button it back up! Just work backwards through the above directions.  
 
First reinstall the ECU cover with its 5 retaining bolts. 
 
Next you'll reinstall the tray, using the 12mm socket to lock the plastic nuts in to place, 
replacing the torx screw in the shock tower, and finally the plastic slider. 
 
Replace the rubber splash guard, and push the weather stripping back down along the tray 
edge. 
 
Snap the hvac air filter in place with its 12mm lock and retaining clip. 
 
Finally reconnect the two sensors.
